To install apps on your loaner iPad, you can go through the App Store, or use MIT's Self Service app to get MIT-provided software.

Using the App Store

You can access the App Store from your iPad's home screen. To download apps from the App Store, you will need to log in with an Apple ID. You
can use your existing Apple ID if you have one, or create a new one. See  for more information on creating aCreate An Apple ID for Your iPad
new Apple ID.

Using Self-service

On your home screen, look for the Self Service app. When you launch it you will see a list of apps that MIT provides for free. Click Install to begin
installation. Installing from Self Service will give you the same apps you can get from the App Store, but does not require an Apple ID and paid
apps are licensed by MIT.
