Recycling electronics prevents valuable  materials from going into the waste stream. Consumers now have many options to[and hazardous]
recycle or donate for reuse their used electronics. Many computer, TV, and cell phone manufacturers, as well as electronics retailers offer some
kind of take back program or sponsor recycling events. from EPA eCycling

MIT e-Waste can be recycled through Facilities, but personal equipment should be recycled through the numerous offerings available through
cities, manufactures and retailers.
